At the hotel

Parking at the Romer Waikiki is valet only—priced at $51 dollars per day plus
tax. Their parking lot is located in a secure location and thus requires hotel
staff to park incoming vehicles themselves

day parking passes (so you don’t have to worry about moving your car) for
patrons attending ConFest 2024.

Road, as well as behind the theatre.
